SUSTAINABILITY- HUMANITY’S REALITY (ER MOON LANDING YEAR 50)
These are the most exciting times to be alive.
By 2025-2030, our children’s eventual extinction or thriving M3 likelihoods will be exponentially locked in. This determination will be impacted by how truly and lovingly we (parental investors, children, educators) mediate and map the world -connect coastal Belts and massive continents HighRoads (and Low Roads)
2016 was the start not just of the UN’s SGD (Sustainability Development Goals) but also living with 1000 times more communications tech than 1946. This era has been debated by alumni of Entrepreneurial Revolution since the moonlanding and satellite era of death of cost of distance as main mediator of action learning networks and life critical APPlications. More at EconomistDiary.com
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Optimistic rational hypotheses of the SDG era include:
Half of sustainability’s most valuable knowhow will be newly invented every 5 years (EconomistDiary.com 1972). 
Economist Diary 1976: Exploring what transparent markets’ purpose frees SMEs (Small Medium Enterproses) is vital for educators and students from 11 years up (especially if the 21st C is to value girls productive potential as much as boys – something industrial revolution macroeconomics never began to do)
EconomistDiary 1977: Because half of world’s population lives on 10% of land within 3000 miles of Beijiing, lifelong education everywhere needs to celebrate how and why China and neighbors linking worldwide digital wizards hub sustainability labs of small enterprise world trade designs , PYP and POP.
	PYP = Partnerships of Public-Youth-Private
Where on average half of the world is under 30 and needs to be empowered to linking sustainability without borders even in those rich countries where half of people are over 45
For example sustainable cities (SDG goal 11) are now known to be best ranked by how 11 year old girls safety auditing  (Ford Foundation NY 2017)
	POP – Preferential Option Poor – Franciscan model which celebrates professionals that go and live and learn with poor, identify broken top-down systems that need transformation, and applies technology preferentially to the poor. NB leapfrog models – if you were never on electricity grids, solar is all the more valuable to your peoples; if you never had fixed line telecoms, (satellite) mobile connectivity celebrates life critical apps



In the last chapter of the general theory of employment, interest and money, Keynes suggested the best antidote to economists having an increasing monopoly over the world’s future would be educators empowering youth to mediate both economics maps and their generation’s pivotal goals. All you really need to be self-confident about collaboratively networking to be youth ambassadors of sustainable economics is this statement of Adam Smith’s around 1776
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Smith tried but failed to convince the UK to stop trying to colonise the USA. His point was it would be absurd for two small islands to believe that they could continue being a larger economy a country with such huge resources as America’s new world. 
To0dayb about 60% of the world’s population live in the Eastern hemisphere. So it makes sense to map locations of maritime ports optimally for east- west trade. China is the first massive continental shelf to have done that optimally both in terms of ports and fast rails connecting its ports and its leading cities. Every country has an opportunity to benchmark this extraordinary networking infrastructure.
But let’s first apply Smith’s reasoning more locally – which of china’s 15 neighbours people could benefit most from linking in to china’s networking pattern given 2 kinds of self-interests-

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WHY ITS JOLLY GOOD THAT OVER 64 NATIONAL LEADERS ARE REDESIGNIG BELT ROAD MAPS AND SCARY WHEREVER BIG NATIONS LEADERS DON’T TURN UP EVEN FOR CLIMATE BRAINSTORMING
These are the most exciting times to be alive. What, education, parents and children choose to do will determine whether our species thrives or goes the way of the dodo. Simplest metric for a sustainable world is : wherever the next child is born she has a reasonable chance of a wonderful life and livelihood. 
Friends of Entrepreneurial Revolution have been counting down the exponential opportunities and threats of mobilizing universal connectivity since the moon landing. In 1984, out fieldbook of timelines “The 2025 Report” estimated around year 2000, peoples worldwide would need to mediate the greatest risk to our species as being discrepancies in incomes and expectations between rich and poor nations
ER alumni have never posited that a wealthy nation will have to give up its wealth (though we have argued that inclusivity within nations will be a challenge). If we map digital connectivity humanly investment in being 1000 times more connected (2016 vs 1946) can deliver an order of magnitude more health and wealth. On our scale of computing and human connectivity moonlanding was achieved when on average peoples were about 8 times more tech connected though the collaboration networks that won the race to the moon may have been at (say) 64 times. NB In today’s average smartphone there is more computing capability than the whole of nasa’s networks of the 1960s.
THE RACE BETWEEN LITTLE SISTER AND BIG BROTHER NETWORKING
As George Orwell foretold, there is no certainty that humans will earn sustainability. This is because our one generational exchange now needs to reverse  dynamics of “big rules” spun over generations that made nations powerful in consuming more carbon than others, in warring over resources even when they weren’t on your land, of controlling trading routes. Have a look at this picture, what is the explanation for the red patches? Answer: certainly not the fault of babies born today. Messy borders compounded by centuries of colonization, grabbing carbon energy, wars- all non-sustainable habits
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MEDIATING TRUTFUL ECONOMIC NEWS
We strongly recommend teachers everywhere start playing a game: do we have any ideas on how to help a nation’s people (and goodwill neighbours) can free their youth from whatever is history’s least sustainable trap. We have started to catalogue concept solutions using these regional labels. Of course, much finer mapping resolution is desirable but there are some experiential patterns as to why neighbours within these regions map need to help each other win-win and inter-regional flows must be celebrated too. 
All you really need to self-confident about as an apprentice mediator of sustainable economics is this statement of Adam Smith’s around 1776
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By all means we can wordsmith- Adam probably would have been misquoted by so many big powers if he had used the word transparent or goodwill instead of free.
Experience shows that when you are helping people innovate beyond ruling economic orthyodoxy its useful to have a best case of each of the soundbite criticisms that economists who fkind it inconvenient to change to a more whole truth will try throwing at you.
For thise who say belt road dialogues on infrastructure are about ideas too costly to experiment with- note how a railroad across Eurasia (now involving 26 countries in gtrade maky of which had been landlocked) has required a heck of a lot of collaboratiobn but relatively little cost. It was discovered that railways across Eurasia mainly existed but the problem was they had different trachk giages. Solutu=iin a dry port at every railway border. That is a systems which optimally unpacks containers from one train’s cariages and repacks thyem on the next train. 
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Ablout a thord of the world’s ;population live in just 2 countrries: China and India; and altogether ofer 60% of the world;spopulation live in the Eastern hemisphere. So it makes sense to map locations of maritime ports optimally for east- west trade.
